Plastic Culture was a touring exhibition that grew out of a curatorial project , Sweetness & Light, which was completed in 2006 at Marksman Gallery, Reading. http://www.marksmangallery.co.uk/exhibition-sweetness-and-light.html
http://www.marksmangallery.co.uk/press-release-sweetness-and-light.pdf
The Marksman project, also supported by the Arts Council of England, showcased 10 artists, a number of whom were later included in Plastic Culture.  The relationship between art from America, Japan and the UK was a key concept in Sweetness & Light and enhanced in Plastic Culture by the inclusion of major works by artists such as Warhol, Sherman, Nara, Steinbach, Murakami and Koons. As well as the successful funding application to the Arts Council of England, Plastic Culture was also financially supported by the Daiwa Anglo-Japanese Foundation.

The intergenerational concept of Pop Art’s influence was demonstrated by the inclusion of a number of  Goldsmiths Alumni, Fiona Rae, Bridget Smith and Machiko Edmondson, alongside more recent Goldsmiths graduates Rachal Bradley and Nicola Carvell.

Unlike Sweetness & Light, I not only curated the project but also exhibited a large canvas Sons of Pioneers.  A full colour catalogue with an essay by Dr Roger Cooke accompanied the exhibition, and to which I also contributed an introductory essay. In 2011, Sons of Pioneers was an ‘invited exhibit’ at the Royal Academy of Arts Summer Exhbition.
The exhibition included video, photography, sculpture and painting, and included loans from several commercial galleries both in the UK and Europe, most significantly the loan of Andy Warhol’s Self Portrait (1987) from the Tate collection – this piece was subsequently exhibited in Pop Life at Tate Modern.
At each of the three venues, I gave public talks regarding my role as both curator and exhibiting artist.  The project was initiated by the Harris Museum and Art Gallery, Preston, Lancashire, before touring to The Exchange, Penzance, Cornwall and finally to Bradford One Gallery, Yorkshire.
